Invitation to the Observance of a Holy Lent
The people stand.

Ministers	� Dear People of God: The first Christians observed with great devotion the days of 
our Lord’s passion and resurrection, and it became the custom of the Church to 
prepare for them by a season of penitence and fasting. This season of Lent provided 
a time in which converts to the faith were prepared for Holy Baptism. It was also a 
time when those who, because of notorious sins, had been separated from the body 
of the faithful were reconciled by penitence and forgiveness, and restored to the 
fellowship of the Church. Thereby, the whole congregation was put in mind of the 
message of pardon and absolution set forth in the Gospel of our Savior, and of the 
need which all Christians continually have to renew their repentance and faith.
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	� We invite you, therefore, in the name of the Church, to the observance of a holy 
Lent, by self-examination and repentance; by prayer, fasting, and self-denial; and 
by reading and meditating on God’s holy Word. And, to make a right beginning of 
repentance, and as a mark of our mortal nature, let us now kneel before the Lord, 
our maker and redeemer.

Silence is then kept for a time, all kneeling.

The Blessing and Imposition of Ashes
Celebrant	� Almighty God, thou hast created us out of the dust of the earth: Grant that these 

ashes may be unto us a sign of our mortality and penitence, that we may remember 
that it is only by thy gracious gift that we are given everlasting life; through Jesus 
Christ our Savior.

During the Season of Lent, which covers the forty-day period between Ash Wednesday and 
Easter (not counting Sundays, which are always feast days), we begin to turn our hearts and 
minds to the tragedy and triumph of the Cross.

Lent, therefore, is a time of spiritual focus and has its roots in the extended period of 
preparation that preceded baptism for new members of the early church. During those 
times, baptism often took place at Easter, and, as preparation, candidates would have been 
encouraged to fast, pray, give money to those in need, and meditate on Scripture -- four 
activities still associated with Lent. 

Like the early church, we will provide the opportunity for baptisms at our Easter Vigil on 
the evening of Saturday, April 16. Please let us know if you or someone in your family 
may desire baptism on that festive occasion!
