Covenant for In-Person Worship
(from Diocesan Guidelines)

Please note that, pursuant to our Diocesan guidelines, those attending worship at this time commit themselves
to the following norms:

The Confession and Absolution

Officiant  Let us confess our sins against God and our neighbor.
A period of silence is observed.

All Most merciful God, we confess that we have sinned against you in thought, word, and deed, by what we
have done, and by what we have left undone. We have not loved you with our whole heart; we have not
loved our neighbors as ourselves. We are truly sorry and we humbly repent. For the sake of your Son
Jesus Christ, have mercy on us and forgive us; that we may delight in your will, and walk in your ways,
to the glory of your Name. Amen.

Officiant  Almighty God have mercy on you, forgive you  all your sins through our Lord Jesus Christ, strengthen you
in all goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep you in eternal life. Amen.

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Second Lesson 1John 3:1-7
See what love the Father has given us, that we should be called children of God; and that is what we are. The reason
the world does not know us is that it did not know him. Beloved, we are God’s children now; what we will be has not
yet been revealed. What we do know is this: when he is revealed, we will be like him, for we will see him as he is. And
all who have this hope in him purify themselves, just as he is pure. Everyone who commits sin is guilty of lawlessness;
sin is lawlessness. You know that he was revealed to take away sins, and in him there is no sin. No one who abides
in him sins; no one who sins has either seen him or known him. Little children, let no one deceive you. Everyone who
does what is right is righteous, just as he is righteous.

Look at my hands and my feet; see that it is | myself. Touch me and see; for a ghost does not have flesh and bones
as you see that | have.” And when he had said this, he showed them his hands and his feet. While in their joy they
were disbelieving and still wondering, he said to them, “Have you anything here to eat?” They gave him a piece of
broiled fish, and he took it and ate in their presence. Then he said to them, “These are my words that | spoke to you
while | was still with you—that everything written about me in the law of Moses, the prophets, and the psalms must
be fulfilled.” Then he opened their minds to understand the scriptures, and he said to them, “Thus it is written, that
the Messiah is to suffer and to rise from the dead on the third day, and that repentance and forgiveness of sins is to
be proclaimed in his name to all nations, beginning from Jerusalem. You are withesses of these things.”
