Renewal of Baptismal Vows
Celebrant	� Dear People of God: In Holy Baptism we have been made part of that great fellowship of believers in 

all time and places, the Communion of Saints. In baptism God has adopted us as children and made us 
members of Christ’s Body and inheritors of God’s kingdom with the saints in light. Let us, therefore, renew 
the vows of our baptism by which God has made us a holy people. 

	 Do you reaffirm your renunciation of evil and renew your commitment to Jesus Christ?
People	 I do.

Celebrant	 Do you believe in God the Father?
People	 I believe in God, the Father almighty, creator of heaven and earth. 
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Celebrant	 Do you believe in Jesus Christ, the Son of God?
People	� I believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord. He was conceived by the power of the Holy Spirit and 

born of the Virgin Mary. He suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried. He 
descended to the dead. On the third day he rose again. He ascended into heaven, and is seated at the 
right hand of the Father. He will come again to judge the living and the dead.

Celebrant	 Do you believe in God the Holy Spirit?
People	� I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic Church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins, 

the resurrection ✠ of the body, and the life everlasting.

Celebrant	 Will you continue in the apostles’ teaching and fellowship, in the breaking of bread, and in the prayers?
People	 I will, with God’s help.

Celebrant	 Will you persevere in resisting evil, and, whenever you fall into sin, repent and return to the Lord?
People	 I will, with God’s help.

Celebrant	 Will you proclaim by word and example the Good News of God in Christ?
People	 I will, with God’s help. 

Celebrant	 Will you seek and serve Christ in all persons, loving your neighbor as yourself?
People	 I will, with God’s help.

Celebrant	 Will you strive for justice and peace among all people, and respect the dignity of every human being?
People	 I will, with God’s help.

Celebrant	� May Almighty God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has given us a new birth by water and the Holy 
Spirit, and bestowed upon us the forgiveness of sins, keep us ✠ in eternal life by his grace, in Christ Jesus 
our Lord. Amen.

After the Renewal of Baptismal Vows, the Celebrant will asperge the people with holy water as a reminder of their baptisms 
before the Deacon introduces the prayers as follows.

Jenny, Jim, Jodi, Kathy, Laura, Leigh Ann, Linda, Lucy, Margaret Lee, Marvin, Mary, Mary Beth, +Michael, 
Millie, Nancy, Patt, Peggy, Sam, Sandy, Shawn, Stacy, Steve, Sylvia, and Weesie, as well as those whom you 
are invited to name now, either silently or aloud [pause for people to add names], and all those who suffer 
from any grief or trouble;

Intercessor	�As we remember all those who have died in your faith and fear, especially Sara Chasteen, friend of Scott 

Chastain, and those whom you are invited to name now, either silently or aloud [pause for people to add 
names], give to the departed ✠ eternal rest.

People	 Let light perpetual shine upon them.
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Intercessor	�We praise you for Blessed Mary, Mother of God; Blessed Joseph, her spouse; Blessed Andrew, our patron; 
and all your saints who have entered into joy;

People	 May we also come to share in your heavenly kingdom.
Intercessor	Let us pray for our own needs and those of others.
After any additional prayers of intercession and thanksgiving are offered, the Celebrant says a concluding collect before the 
Deacon introduces the Confession.

Confession and Absolution�
Deacon	 Let us confess our sins against God and our neighbor.
	 A period of silence is observed.
All	 �Most merciful God, we confess that we have sinned against you in thought, word, and deed, by what we 

have done, and by what we have left undone. We have not loved you with our whole heart; we have not 
loved our neighbors as ourselves. We are truly sorry and we humbly repent. For the sake of your Son 
Jesus Christ, have mercy on us and forgive us; that we may delight in your will, and walk in your ways, 
to the glory of your Name. Amen.

Celebrant	� Almighty God have mercy on you, forgive you ✠ all your sins through our Lord Jesus Christ, strengthen you 
in all goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep you in eternal life. Amen.

Following the Absolution, the people stand for the Peace.

The Peace
Celebrant	 The peace of the Lord be always with you.
People	 And also with you.
Then the ministers and people may greet one another in the name of the Lord.

Birthday and Anniversary Blessings
After the Announcements, the Celebrant invites those celebrating their birthdays or anniversaries to come forward. If anyone 
comes forward, the Celebrant invites the people to join in the following prayer

All	� Almighty and gracious God, we give you thanks for each of these your servants as they celebrate their 
special day. Watch over them as they begin another year, and give them grace to keep the vows and 
promises they have made. Bless and guide them wherever they may be; strengthen them when they 
stand; raise them up if they fall; comfort them when discouraged or sorrowful; and may your peace 
which passes all understanding abide in their hearts all the days of their lives; through Jesus Christ our 
Lord. Amen.

Holy Communion

The Offertory
After the opportunity for Birthday and Anniversary Blessings, the Celebrant says an Offertory Sentence and returns to the 
sanctuary.  Then, after the people’s offering of bread and wine are brought forward, the people sit as the altar is set and other 
offerings are collected from the people. (An offering can also be made by placing it in the offering plate located on the table in 
the aisle by the font or online at www.standrewsgreenville.org/giving.) After the altar is set, the people stand again as the other 
offerings are brought forward and remain standing for the eucharistic prayer.

	� He stretched out his arms upon the cross, and offered himself, in obedience to your will, a perfect sacrifice 
for the whole world.

	� On the night he was handed over to suffering and death, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he 
had given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and said, “Take, eat: This is my Body, which 
is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me.”

	� After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, and said, “Drink 
this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you and for many for the forgiveness 
of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me.”

drink of new and unending life in him. Sanctify us ✠ also that we may faithfully receive this holy Sacrament, 
and serve you in unity, constancy, and peace; and at the last day bring us with all your saints into the joy of 
your eternal kingdom.

	� All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ: By him, and with him, and in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit 
all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and for ever.

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Invitation to Communion
The ministers then face the people as the following Invitation is offered
Celebrant	 The Gifts of God ✠ for the People of God. 
After the ministers and the server have received, all are welcome to come forward to the altar rail. At the altar rail, all baptized 
Christians are invited to receive the Blessed Sacrament, and those who are not yet baptized are invited to indicate a desire to 
receive a blessing by crossing their arms upon arrival at the altar rail. (Our rector is always eager to speak with anyone who is 
not yet baptized about preparing for and receiving the sacrament of Baptism.)
For those receiving the Blessed Sacrament, a wafer will be placed in the palm of your hand or upon your tongue after which the 
chalice is offered. If you need a gluten-free wafer, you may request one from the priest at the altar rail. Should you wish to receive 
wine by intinction (dipping), allow the chalice bearer to take the wafer from your open palm and intinct for you. Should you be 
unable to manage the steps, please notify the usher so that Holy Communion can be administered at your pew.
